This interactive presentation aims to help young people understand how grooming and exploitation looks like, with a focus on
Child sexual Exploitation (CSE) and Child Criminal Exploitation (CCE). Through discussions, learning activities and roleplay, it
helps to identify grooming tactics, understand the risks and recognise that young people involved in exploitation are victims
needing support. It covers factors that can make a vulnerable person be more at risk of being groomed and exploited, and
provides tips on how to reduce the risk or stop the grooming process in the first place. There is also helpful information on how to
reach out for help and encouragement to speak to trusted adults.
